Il corso affronta le questioni aperte dalla crisi ecologica. A livello internazionale, soprattutto in
seguito alla pandemia di COVID-19, si sono gia verificati alcuni cambiamenti concettuali senza
precedenti verso una concezione dell'ambiente ripensata come interazione tra oggetti naturali, animali
e umani, allontanandosi da una visione puramente antropocentrica. Il cambiamento climatico, in
particolare, apre questioni morali che travolgono ogni conoscenza e pensiero, compreso quello
giuridico: sebbene il “limite” rappresentato dall'ambiente al modello di sviluppo basato sulla crescita
incessante fosse stato discusso tematicamente gia da tempo, € il cambiamento climatico percepibile
che ha portato le scienze della terra a fare irruzione nel diritto delle Nazioni Unite.

Con l'aumentare delle sfide climatiche, il ruolo degli strumenti giuridici € destinato a diventare sempre
piu centrale nella battaglia per un futuro sostenibile. Le sfide attuali richiedono una riflessione
ontologica approfondita con significative ripercussioni giuridiche: & opportuno abbandonare la
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visione dualistica dell'antropocentrismo, in cui noi siamo i soggetti del diritto e la Natura e costituita
da singoli oggetti possibili della nostra proprieta, per il nostro uso e consumo, per abbracciare invece
una visione ecocentrica?

Queste riflessioni ontologiche sono promosse anche da una prospettiva degli studi di genere per la
riflessione sulla vulnerabilita umana e sulla costruzione dell'autonomia nell'interdipendenza
attraverso la cura degli altri e del mondo.

Art. 1 Object

A call for applications is issued for admission to the International post-graduate course (Advanced
Skill) entitled “Sustainability and Gender Inequalities”, established within the framework of Project
TNE23-00080 — MOVING ITALIANNESS.

Participation is free of charge, as the initiative is funded under the National Recovery and Resilience
Plan — Mission 4 — Component 1 “Strengthening the Provision of Educational Services: from Nursery
Schools to Universities” — Investment 3.4 ‘“Advanced University Teaching and Skills,”
Sub-Investment T4 “Transnational Initiatives in Education,” supported by the European Union —
NextGenerationEU.

The Scientific Coordinator of the project is Professor Laura Ronchetti, Department of Law,
University of Molise.

The course critically examines the challenges posed by the ecological crisis, which has revealed the
unsustainable nature of contemporary societal models. In the international context, especially in the
aftermath of the COVID-19 pandemic, significant conceptual shifts have occurred, advancing a
non-anthropocentric conception of the environment, understood as an interactive network between
natural elements, animals, and humans.

Climate change, in particular, generates ethical and legal dilemmas that challenge existing knowledge
paradigms. Although the environmental limits to models of unrestrained economic growth had long
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been thematically recognized, the tangible perception of climate change has led the Earth sciences to
intersect directly with the domain of international law.

In this context, the role of legal instruments is increasingly central to the pursuit of a sustainable
future. Addressing these issues requires a profound ontological reflection with significant legal
implications: should the dualistic, anthropocentric perspective where humans are subjects of law and
Nature is merely a collection of objects for ownership and consumption - be abandoned in favour of
an eco-centric framework?

This ontological reflection is further enriched by a gender studies perspective, which illuminates
human vulnerability and the construction of autonomy within interdependence through the ethics of
care for others and for the planet.

The Advanced Skill programme consists of two intensive EcoSchools, to be held between October
and December 2025, according to the calendar attached.

Art. 2 — Objectives
2.1 General Objectives

The programme aims to provide participants with a comprehensive understanding of legal
frameworks at the national, European, and international levels. It seeks to enhance the ability to
interpret and apply fundamental legal principles in the context of ecological conflicts, preparing
participants for professional engagement in this highly specialized field.

2.2 Specific Objectives

Participants will be trained to act as pioneers in representing the interests of local and vulnerable
communities, particularly those disproportionately affected by climate change and the ecological
crisis.

Art. 3 Programme Structure

The teaching methodology is characterized by the co-presence of multiple instructors, fostering
rhetorical and argumentative skills on the central themes of the course.

The lessons will be held in synchronous mode at each location for every session, with the presence
of the university's designated lecturer in the classroom.

The initiative to participate in the course "Sustainability and Gender Inequalities (TNE — Advanced
skills- MOVING ITALIANNESS - TNE-2023-00080) is promoted jointly by the University of
Molise (Italy), the University of Cordoba (Argentina), and the Italian University Consortium for
Argentina (CUIA).

3.2 Target Audience

The “Sustainability and Gender Inequalities” international programme (TNE — Advanced Skills —
MOVING ITALIANNESS, Code TNE-2023-00080) is open, free of charge, to University professors
and researchers, Technical and administrative staff holding a second-cycle (Master’s level) degree;
and PhD candidates (as auditors).

Admission is limited to 50 participants, equally distributed between Italian and Argentine candidates,
to foster intercultural and scientific exchange.

3.3 Delivery Mode

The programme comprises 36 total hours, corresponding to 6 ECTS credits. Lectures will combine
theoretical insights and practical activities. The lectures will be moderated and coordinated by faculty
members from both universities in synchronous mode (with two classrooms and a tutor always
present at each site).

Dedicated classrooms with a tutor in attendance will facilitate collaborative learning, peer discussion,
and the development of advanced competencies.

Online activities will be conducted via Zoom or Microsoft Teams, prioritizing platforms that ensure
accurate automatic transcription and Italian-Spanish simultaneous translation.

Participants will receive course materials (e.g., PowerPoint presentations) at least two days prior to
each session to facilitate preparation and comprehension in a bilingual environment.

3.4 Evaluation

Evaluation will be based on a written examination, which may include multiple-choice and/or
open-ended questions, administered either per module or as a final test, at the instructor’s discretion.
To receive certification, participants must attend a minimum of 50% of course hours and successfully
complete the evaluation.

The challenges of the ecological and energy transition and, | DIPACE
more generally, the environmental issue represents one of the | University of
most complex challenges facing humanity. This challenge | Molise
requires innovative and highly interdisciplinary approaches
with inevitable intersections between public policies
introduced at global, European and national level. These are
issues where law, economics and technology must necessarily
act in a synergistic way. It is clear that one of the greatest
difficulties consists in the asymmetry between the accelerated
development of technology compared to the legal and
economic solutions that must necessarily incorporate and give
a fair framework to technological solutions. By now we have
reached the awareness that an adequate ecological and energy
transition is essential for humankind. The thorniest problem is
to understand how this epochal change in the system of life
and production can be achieved and at what cost.Today's
dilemma is to combine environmental protection and the
production of wealth, work for all and political consensus.

In fact, it is a radical transformation of production systems,
i.e. industrial systems, nations as well as people's systems
and lifestyles, and the theme of equity and intergenerational
solidarity comes to the fore. In fact, it is clear that the costs
of such a change cannot be to the detriment of the
community and, in particular, of the weakest sections of the
population. From this point of view, the reform of Article 41
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of the Constitution represents a real revolution. Art. 41
absorbs the principle of sustainable development.
Environmental goals cannot constitute an autonomous
objective, but must be achieved together with social goals by
ensuring that the ecological transition towards which the
development of the economy must be directed proceeds hand
in hand with social development and therefore also with
specific attention to the requirements of justice and equity in
the allocation of costs and substantial equality.

3. Title: Local level of government and Integrated Water

The concept of a healthy environment, in the Italian legal
system, is based on the connection between two fundamental
principles of the Constitution: the protection of health, in
Avrticle 32, and the protection of the environment, in Articles
9 and 41 (recently amended by Constitutional Law No. 1 of
2022). The underlying concept is that the full protection of
mental and physical health can only take place within a
healthy environmental context, of which the proper
management of water resources is an indispensable element.

In this regard, the Integrated Water Service assumes central
importance. It is governed by a complex set of regulatory
sources, including Legislative Decree No. 152 of 2006
(“Testo unico dell’Ambiente”). In the first part of the seminar,
we will start from the analysis of this discipline, with
particular reference to the system of institutions that make up
the governance of the I.W.S.; in the second part, we will delve
into some of the main problematic nodes that risk
undermining the full democratic nature of this system — and,
consequently, undermining in a significant way the right of
citizens to be able to enjoy a healthy environment —, also
through the illustration of some case studies, such as the recent
water crisis in Molise.
